	Invanz is indicated for the treatment of patients with the following moderate to severe infections caused by susceptible isolates of the designated microorganisms.  Complicated Intra-abdominal Infections due to Escherichia coli, Clostridium clostridioforme, Eubacterium lentum, Peptostreptococcus species, Bacteroides fragilis, Bacteroides distasonis, Bacteroides ovatus, Bacteroides thetaiotaomicron, or Bacteroides uniformis; Complicated Skin and Skin Structure infections, including diabetic foot infections without osteomyelitis due to Staphylococcus aureus (methicillin susceptible isolates only), Streptococcus agalactiae, Streptococcus pyogenes, Escherichia coli, Klebsiella pneumoniae, Proteus mirabilis, Bacteroides fragilis, Peptostreptococcus species, Porphyromonas asaccharolytica, or Prevotella bivia; Community Acquired Penumonia due to Streptococcus pneumoniae (Penicillin susceptible isolates only) including cases with concurrent bacteremia, Haemophilus Influenzae (beta-lactamase negative isolates only), or Moraxella catarrhalis; Complicated Urinary Tract Infections including pyelonephritis due to Escherichia coli, including cases with concurrent bacteremia, or Klebsiella penumoniae; Acute Pelvic Infections including postpartum endomyometritis, septic abortion and post surgical gynecologic infections due to Streptococcus agalactiae, Escherichia coli, Bacteroides fragilis, Porphyromonas asaccharolytica, Peptostreptococcus species, or Prevotella bivia; and it is indicated in adults for the prophylaxis of surgical site infection following elective colorectal surgery.
